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4. My Conversion

July 1977 | was profoundly converted by the preaching of The Revd. Terry Dein. The Rev. Simon
Manchester was All Saints student minister, and took me to the Manly Corso where we did walk up
evangelism. From that day | was ignited with a passion to preach the gospel in every circumstance. |
became active in the church youth group sharing the gospel.

This significantly raised our
visibility to 1000’s of non-church goers. | raised a team of 30 parishioners to hold street signs
along 1 km before the church, produce and package tapes (later CDs), a prayer team and a
refreshments team for the volunteers.
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p. Church Fete Evangelism - Our fete drew over 2000 people. | appointed a 10-member Evangelism
team with the task of engaging and sharing the gospel during the fete. We used a number of
creative ways to provide opportunities for gospel conversations.

g. Anglican Media board member for 20 years - supporting and advising the CEO. We pursued the best
methods of communication with Parishes, representing our Diocese, navigating the secular
Media, and managing diocesan communications regarding relevant current news, societal
issues and serious crisis/controversy events.

(Those |
have married included Roman Catholic, various Orthodox and Protestant affiliations, atheists,
agnostics, theists, Muslims, Buddhists, Hindus, Jewish etc.)

e | use visual aids, tell many stories, and include a good dose of humour.

e Virtually every participant expressed genuine appreciation, gratitude and respect for what they
learnt about the gospel. By God’s grace a number have been saved.
